In April 1866, women from 
Columbus, Mississippi, laid 
flowers on the graves of both 
Union and Confederate soldiers.

In the same month, up in 
Carbondale, Illinois, 219 Civil War 
veterans marched through town in 
memory of the fallen to Woodlawn 
Cemetery, where Union hero Maj. 
Gen. John A. Logan delivered the 
principal address.  
 
The ceremony gave Carbondale 
its claim to the first organized, 
community-wide Memorial Day 
observance.
